O rlitts Lake comprises of two waters – Big Orlitts 
and Little Orlitts, both of which are fishable on 
the Orlitts Season Ticket. Big Orlitts has been the 

scene of some major changes over the last season with 
the completion of the new visitor centre – an educational 
facility that provides the opportunity for schools and 
other interested parties to observe the enormous variety 
of wildlife that inhabit Orlitts. The building of the new 
centre has also benefited the anglers, as there are now 
new entrance gates, access road and car park. We would 
ask members to offer whatever assistance they can to the 
people involved in the centre. 

Orlitts has an incredible variety of features, with gravel 
bars running in all directions and small and large 
plateaus at various depths. Islands of all sizes litter the 
lake and small bays and snaggy areas provide safe places 
for the fish as well as some nice stalking spots. Weed 
growth can be prolific during the summer, although clear 
areas can be found. Last season some anglers baited 
heavily and used the lake’s prolific birdlife to clear areas 
for them. 

Orlitts’ carp population currently comprises at least one 
common which scraped over 40lb last season, seven 
thirties, over a hundred 20lb fish and rakes of doubles. 
There are also some large tench which have been banked 

in excess of 9lb, along with 
some big bream and large perch. Accessed through 
combination locked gates Orlitts shares its toilet facilities 
with neighbouring water Colnbrook West.

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S tockley Road Lake (as it was known in the 
seventies) has always contained some nice fish. 
A deep-set, four-acre gravel pit, it fishes well 

all year round, due to the protection from the weather 
afforded by its steep banks. 

For a small water Stockley contains an impressive stock of 
fish, and  produced its first forty+ when the sought after 
mirror ‘Gertie’ was banked at 41lb 4oz in December 2006. 
In 2007 she was landed again at a new record weight 
of 41lb 7oz and in the same season the ‘Grey Lady’ was 
banked at her biggest ever weight when she spun the 
scales around to 37lb 10oz. Several other fish attained 
record weights last season, increasing the population of 
thirties, and there are at least forty-five fish over twenty 
pounds and more than fifty up and coming doubles. 

In November 2007 Stockley received a small number of new 
fish to supplement the current stock and several of those 
have already visited the bank showing small weight gains.

The lake is split into two halves by an island, and several 
bays and snaggy areas create some attractive-looking 
spots. Once a noted tench water, Stockley has produced 
fish over 12lb and roach, rudd and skimmers have 
benefited from a carp diet to reach some good weights 
and provide sport for those fishing for them. 

Predator fishing is also worthwhile at this water, and 
small spinners or dead baits have produced big perch 
and pike in excess of 20lb. Limited accessibility makes 
Stockley unsuitable for disabled anglers. Stockley is 
accessed through combination locked gates and the car 
park is situated next to the lake where you will also find 
the toilet facilities.

S tretching from the Tiger Cubs Indian restaurant on 
the Oxford Road just outside Uxbridge Town Centre 
to the weir at the bridge over the A40 Western 

Avenue, Boyer Leisure’s section of the River Colne provides 
over a quarter of a mile of single bank fishing. 

Producing some decent bags to anglers who get it right 
on the day the Colne has seen bream to 5lb and the 
odd tench to 4lb. There are several areas that look very 
‘chubby’ and multiple catches of chub to 4lb have been 
reported – the shallower sections produced a fish of 
nearly 6lb. Barbel have been reported from the area 
just south of the weir and have averaged 4-5lb with one 
report of a 9lb fish. The weir pool directly south of the 
A40 bridge offers some decent pike fishing with reports 
of numerous jacks, a few doubles and one fish pushing 
20lb. The car parking for this venue is situated next 

to the Tiger Cubs restaurant and is accessed through 
combination locked gates. The River Colne observes the 
traditional closed season which runs from June 16th until 
March 16th.

S tarting from just below Bray Lock and stretched upriver 
for ¾ of a mile the Thames at Taplow produces just 
about everything. Mixed bags of roach, dace, perch and 

chub have been reported – some of the Perch reaching a few 
pounds. 

Anglers fishing near to the lock have observed fair numbers of 
carp during the summer months – the floods during the last 
couple of seasons have likely benefited the Thames and many 
other rivers throughout the country. Fishing during the summer 
months can be difficult due to the increase in boat traffic 
passing through Bray Lock, but a change to the carper’s tactic 
of employing a backlead can make things a lot easier. During 
the winter things are a lot easier and conventional tactics can 
score well; maggot feeders and ‘trotting’ a stick float along the 
tree line have been successful in the past. Pike also appear in 
numbers. Plenty of jacks and doubles are catchable from most 
areas and the odd twenty pounder has been reported from 
some spots.

Unfortunately we no longer have access to the car park near the 
lock, so anglers will have to make their own arrangements with 
regard to parking.
